It is time once again to send out the annual Call for Entries for the National Television Academy’s News and Documentary Emmy Awards.

Enclosed please find the 28th Annual News and Documentary Emmy Awards Rules and Procedures. Included are regulations, explanations of award areas, entry forms and submission preparation information. 

Please examine the information carefully. There are changes to this year’s Rules and Procedures and I urge you to review them before submitting your entries.

To be eligible programs and stories must have originally aired between January 1 and December 31, 2006. The final deadline for over-the-air, cable and satellite broadcast submissions is March 26, 2007. The early deadline, featuring a reduced entry fee, is February 28, 2007. 

This year we have added additional categories for original programming produced for the Internet and Portable Media. The deadline for entry for these Broadband categories is April 30, 2007.

In New York City, entries will be judged at Fordham University April  28 & 29 and June 23-24, and at the Television Academy offices during May and June. Judging will also take place at George Washington University in Washington, DC on May 5 & 6 and in Los Angeles at the University of Southern California on June 9 and 10. Nominations will be announced in mid-July and the Emmys will be presented at this year’s awards gala on September 24.

We look forward to receiving your entries and hope many of you will take advantage of the lower entry fee by submitting by the early deadline.
